1. A Bachelor's Degree in Theatre (or equivalent experience as determined by the theatre faculty) from an accredited college 
or university. Students who do not hold a Theatre degree must show evidence of substantial course work and/or experience 
in theatre to indicate probability of achieving success in advanced theatre studies; 
 
2. A grade point average (GPA) of at least 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale) during the last two years of study for a bachelor's degree; a 3.0 
on a master's degree from an accredited institution; or clearance by the Department Chair (who will consult with the Per-
formance faculty before said approval is granted); AND 
 
3. Submit official GRE scores, taken within the last five years. The GRE may possibly be waived for those who can docu-
ment that they graduated from an accredited undergraduate theatre program with a 3.50 GPA or better; 
 
4. Once submitted, upon review, clearance of the application will be by the Head of the MFA degree program within the De-
partment of Theatre Arts; 
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
